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Science City and Union Station Kansas City are hosting Dinosaurs Unearthed, the biggest traveling dinosaur exhibit ever to visit Kansas City.  It features two dozen life-sized dinosaurs, many animatronic, and some of the most important feathered fossils ever to travel beyond Chinese borders.  Robot engineering and paleontological expertise have provided the most life-like immersion in the prehistoric world ever offered by a traveling exhibition.
Over the past two decades, some of the most important fossil discoveries in history have been recovered in northeastern China.  An explosion of new insights into the biology of dinosaurs and the ecology of the Mesozoic has resulted from these discoveries.  Dinosaurs Unearthed incorporates the most updated paleontological knowledge available to produce models representing the state of the art in dinosaur science.  This is not just a dinosaur exhibit, but an exhibition of applied science, using paleontology as a lens through which to view the scientific process.

This guide is made available to educators for the purposes of providing background information on the frontiers of dinosaur research and enriching the visit for their classes, before, during, and after visiting the exhibit.  Curricular standards for Kansas and Missouri addressed in the exhibition and activities are also available.
